The couple’s bedroom downstairs retains the decorative
ceiling rose and a box window, which Claudiz has inset with a
window seat complete with storage space within for linen and
luggage. This seat laoks over a traditional cottage garden that
harmonises with the Edwardian facade. Foxgloves, pappies and
hollyhocks grow ameny thickets of lavender and rosemary.
